THE #0%4 INTERNATIONAL STAR TREK CONVENTION! For over 15,000 people it
represented one helluva weekend,and at the end of i%,15,000 people went
home with their own personal memories of it,and with personal highlights
which they will talk of for many a day to come. This is my own account.

I will remember it for many things; for the friends I knew and met for
the first time,and the ones I was newly introduced to;for tasting *Bourbon®
and *Bagels" Ffor the very first time;for being able to sit in DeForest
Kelley's room and. talk to hiw,and for standing at a window on the 49th
floor with George Takei saying to me;"Look,Jenny! New York!®" It was an ex-
citing adventure,and there is not one moment of it I would have missed.

This newsletter is the story of our visit to the convention,and through
it,T hope you can share in the sights,sounds and atmosphere.

FROIi DAY TO DAY,

FRIDAY: liargaret,Terry and I arrived in Hew York 4pm local time,after an
excellent flight,made shorter by a very fumny STERB newsletter.A hair-
raising taxi drive took us to our hotel,just one block away from the
Americana end the convention.

At Tpm,spurred on-by a hastily scrawled telephone mmmessage from
Floss Del Vecchio,we decided to go look for her room in the Americana.
The vast hotel was overflowing with people! Everyone seeumed to be
queing for something...except us. Well,you know the old saying, ad dogs
and Fnglishmen.Despite the warnings from the hotel staff that there was
-no. sych room number,we trundled up to the sixth floor,took a wild,mad
guess, .. and presto"ihere was Iloss and her daughter- ﬁrﬁneycomp%e%e*w1th‘,
peanut butter,crackers,cheese,coffee tea and coke,which we were soon
munching our way through,and trying to stop talking whilst we did so.
Then the phone began to ring. iveryone in the world,it seemed,wanted to
know if we'd arrived safely,and during that evening we wust have visited
two dozen people before we crawled off to our hotel and bed,

HUﬁQAX The day began with a ruwour that Leonard Nimoy would be coming.
It didn't bother me too much,but marggret was thrilled at the thought of =
seeing her hero in person. But it was only a rumour.Leonard did not
appear,although the rumour persisted.

I had two most immeadiate aims; to buy as much as could for STAG,and
to spread the word about the 1st British Star Trek Convention. 1000
leaflets were distributed, thanks to STWelcoumittee and Space Time
Continuum, and over £50 worth of material was purchased from the over—
crowded but heavenly dealers room...a Irekkies paradise. If you didn't
wind being trod om,lifted off your feet,fried in excessive temperatures
and senerally mauled,it was worth every moment in that crazy place!lrom
time to time we were also rewarded by the appcarences of George Takei,
kichelle liichols or Walter Koenig,who all euerged occasionally to sign
autographs.hichelle' s new record was being well prouwoted, and there were
some lovely posters from George's political cawpaign. I wanted to,but
never ot as far as the art and fangine exnibition.

Ye had brought several gifits with us for various guest stars,which
we were anxious to give thew in person. Finally,after pestering them
all morning,;the hotel staff took a note to pass on to Delorest Kelley.
Our patience was at last rewarded! 4pm saw us sitting in his room;for




me,it was a dream come true. lf nothing else happened,the trip would
havc been worth it for that & an hour alone.

That night, after an exhausting day...well,how often does one 1isten
to speeches by LC Fontana and De Felley,sit on De Lelley's bed,buy
£50 worth of ST stuff,watch Lrouble with Tribbles and the Bloopcrs all
in one day?...we were invited to a party. yow,some party! Sunday had
well and truly dawned before we cliwbed into our cosy beds.

SUuDAY. And what more could happen? ny cup was already running over,but T
still hadn't sewn everyone I wanted to. It was while we were welting for
Georse 'Tekeli to cowe on stage that Sarah Paul suggested I go into the
gquestion line and ask George wyself when we could wmect. So that's how I
cane to be in a long,sngking queue whilst George delivered a rousing
political speech concerning the impeachwent of nixon. fmazin'!l As Question
tiwe cawe round and I drew nearcvr to the stage,I began to realise what I'd
let myself in for. There must have becn 24 thousand people in that ball-
roow,and little ol' me...1loo late!l'he wicrophone was jabbed iun front of
me, George beamed,and told we to wmeake arrangements with the cowwi ttee.
Afterwords,I spent 30 minutes with hin zud discovered a wari,generous uan
whorm I am honoured to count as a friend.

The costume balll Sitting on a hard floor for three hours isn't easyg
‘but boy,was it worth it! The Korta I could've taken home and cuddled, the
Sehlat was glmost a rival for Pooh Dog,and the transporter malfunction,
breathing smoke,was & sight to behold. The costumes were highly imaginative,
-amrd I-was pleased there were not too many kirks and Spocks.
1Ok DAY.The last day! It should have been sad,but sowehow it wasn't, nd was
the climax to a marvellous weckend. We all troopba into the ballroom to
get good seats for the panel discussion. It was late starting,and finally
a coumitteec member came onto the stage. Leonard Himoy was in lew York!
Leonard Liimoy could be cowing to the comvention...and finally, 10 minutes
later... Leonard ljiimoy was in the Americana!

The pnenel discussion got underway,the audience rising to it's feet
when ialter Loenig,who looked very tired,tipped back his chair and fell
off.I enjoyed the panel,and fclt it could have gone on for much longer,
but then,I'w not a Liuoy-type pcr001 and the others were bocouing rest-
less.

Vhen Leonard appeared on the stagc,he received the longost end loudest
standing ovation of the entirc convention.ilhe audience were exccllent.lio-
one attempted to rush forward,to crowd hiw or to spoil +thiungs for others.
wveryone in every part of that vast ballroom were on their fect,giving
tm,wd%mremcsnmamlnmmnl%@mvﬂ And even those who had eyes
only for Leonard Hiuoy could/q ve ulssed the warvellous and completely
spontaneous tableux that was being enacted on the stage. for after he had
greeted each one of the panel,they stood together in a group, their own

happinness evident,looking out across that mass of people who,by their
gkill and dedication, they had joined together in friendship.

After that,who says Star Trek is only a TV prograume?

When the door finally opened,six press-men filed out.Then suddenly,there
I was,face to face with the wan I'd only ever dreamed of wmecting.Dek¥orest
helley! He looked tired,but pave us all a welcoming swile and invited us into
his room., A press photographer insisted on his photograph,and DelForest called
to Floss and I;"Come on girls!" Jo we had our photos taken with him,although
we never did find the name of the newspaper

the next invitation was a friendly one to ake ourbelveb comfortable. His
roow was no different to'any of the other double roous..(Lrs Kelley was v1th
- him,but we didn't see her.)...and three chairs into sixz people dldn’t £0, 80
we perched onto his bed.(Well,I suppose it could've beon Garolyn's!)yhen
we'd® finished making a good job of getting his roow to look uutidy,Floss
asked if she could swoke.De said "Sure,I'll join you!" so in the end we all
1it up,Ve included.("Fent® if you're 1ntereSucu )

I first explained why we were there,and told him about our convention in
Ingland, e was genuinely interested both in that,and the Star Trek liovewent
in #ngland and Germany..he subscquently mentioned it three tiunes on stage...
Le told us he would be willing,schedule allowlng,to attend the 1st SBritish
Star Trek Convention,but as we had alrcady guessed,he wade the condition
that his wifc nust coue too. Realising vchat we couldn't afford an extra
airfare of £200 or so,iloss asked hiw if he could send a taped nessage,

. Buisness over,we got to kzkkwg talking of other things.Derorest helley
is such a relaxed,friendly wan that this was ccrtainly no effort.iloss
explained to him that she was my "interpreter®,and De laughed anc said
jokinglys #I haven't hecard mor understocd a word she's said yet. We touched
on subjects as widely varied as. the fuel-crisig,De's wovies...he says he's

quite used to being the bad guy now...and "warw English beer" which he's

keen to sample,never having been to knglaad before.

At his suggestion,we were able to get autographs,and to take his
photograph...I had wine taken with his aru around nme.How can I cver wash
that spot again? Moss asked him to say "Cheese," and he leaughed. "I'll do
nothing of the kind!" he told her,but gave a lovely grin.

Before we left,I gave him the wany presents you had sent to him,and he
could barely believe his eyes. #You carried all these from kEngland?® he
asked,and T explained that he had many friends in bngland and verunany
who wished him well.he thanked us all,and asked me to convey his appreciat-
ion to everyone in fGngland. He was really genuinely surprised end pleased
with then.

Backstage in the ballroom,I waited for George Takei's speech to end.:
a little nervously,I must adwit. Well,after being glared at by the con
committee, and being told;"You can talk to him THERE!"(Indicating a narw-
ow, draughty corridor,) wouldn't you be?

George's exit from the stage was heralded by a deafening roar of
approval as he gave the audience the Vulcan Peace Sign.He fair bounded down
the steps,very slim and agile;and dressed in a lovely brown leather suit.
He gave me a huge grin.

"Hilt he greeted me,and immeadiately invited me up the committee roonm
with him, Ever tried ascending 49 floors of a hotel via back-alley
stairs, through kitchens,and up double fast 1ifts?
