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HOW OLD IS SPOCK?

. Sciénce fiction is not new. Munchhausen's tales were written
in the eighteenth century snd Jules Verne wrote his famous stories
‘”Journey to the Moon" and "Journey Around .the Moon" about 100 years
ago. ‘Whereas their heroes did not venture beyond the moon, writers
of thie very esrly twentieth century went further, such as Curd
Larsen (I hope I remember the name correculy) whose books "The Plant
from the Neptune Moon" and "On Two Planets" were very well known
even before the Great War. However, all these books were confined
to the limits of our own soler system. In recent times, these
limits have become too narrow and other solar systems have become:
the tergets.

Sters are suns and there is every reason to belleve that they -
or most of them - are surrounded by satellites in the seme manner as
our sun. is surrounded by planets and planetoids. Nor is there any
reason to doubt why forms of life should not have developed on such
satellites; although they may differ very much from the forms of }
life we know on our earth; in fact, their whole chemical structure
and appeardnce may well be unlmeglnable to us. :

Life spans are counted in years end fractions of it. A year -
is the time required by a planct tocomplete a full orbit sround its
sun. We subdivide our yesr into months, weeks, days, etc., a dey’
being the time requlred by the. carth to complete a full circle
sround its exis. : :

So fer, so good but the time required for a: planet to complete
& full orbit- sround its sun veries gregtly. If we teke the eanth
year 2s 2 singlc unit ('yeer'), Mercury completes its path around
the sun-in only'88_d9ys, wherees Jupiter requires 11.9 yeers end
Pluto cven 247.7 yeers. Herc comes. the problem!

If we assumce thot 2 yeer on eny other plenet is cqual to one
full orbit, 2 men of 70 certh yesrs would have the age

on Mercury of about L 290 Mercury years
on Jupiter of about o 5.9 Jupiter years
on Pluto of about ' 0.28 Pluto yeers (less then’ 3% months!)

Another example: at the completion of [0 locel yeers, a man
would be : ,

on Mercury ' 16.8 Barth yesrs old
on Jupiter 833 Darth yeers old, and
on Pluto v : A 173%9 Earth years old.

Thus, in the lest case, he would heve been born durlng the

~ glacisl period on Barth and would have enjoyed his old ege pension
since the time when the Arabs werce expelled from Southern France
and before Charlmegne wes born - prov1dcd that old age pensions
were alreedy known ;at that time.

Now: -how old is Spock? It depends on the distance of Vulcan
from, and the specd of its revolution. atround, its sun. Let us assume
he is about forty earth years old. If the conditions of Mercury
apply, this would mean 166 Mercury years, but in the cesc of those
existing on -Pluto he would have been born about 8900 earth years ago.

Furthermore, how is the aging process of space travellers
affected by lending on plenets with widely differcnt orbits? Is it
speeded up or rcdiced by them?

It is intceresting tc note that - at leest as fer s I know - no
science fiction writer hes c¢ver touched this problem.

Fency if Lt. Uhura would spend & Pluto yeer on some distant
plenet end return efter 250 years, still es besautiful es she is now.

his thirty yeer old ¢ommisioner end sets off, -when he returns he

is only one yeer older then when he set off. But the commisioner:
is now & hundred yesrs old and his children ere in their sixties.
The apollo esstronouts who went to the moon are now fifteen minutes
younger then they would be if they had never gone.

Apert from these, STAR TREK is e possible and vieble World
We will build Starships; whether they will be menned or not ise
another story. It might be possible to heve artificiel grev1ty
just &s we have ertificial weightlessness, though et the moment 1t
cannot be eccomplished. And there are other life-forms out there.
Logicelly and stetistically there must be. (You cen reed these -
facts and figures in books written by respected leoturers end
salentlsts) : .t

Presumably if you went at ‘faster-
than-light speeds, when you got beck to Barth you might meet your
great—great-grendchildren. STAR TREK avoids. this problem entlrely
On this point the show is inaccurate, and of’'necessity it must be
so, in order to.entertain. STAR TREK stays ‘Scientifically accurete
in those things that have true meening. It steys drematically
acourate in those things that create action, edventure, fun, ent—
erteinment, and thought-provoking stotements..... - : N

In the original formet Kirk's sage was established é&s aeppearing
to be in the eerly thirties. Gene is not at all sure, though, that
the life spen of people in STAR .TREK'S century may not be 130 yeers.
